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Guidelines for Teaching Chinese as a Second Language Certificate
Program

1. In order to provide students with an interdisciplinary and integrated course selection
environment, this Certificate Program is established in accordance with Guidelines for Certificate
Programs provided by Colleges of National Chiao Tung University. The purpose of this Program is
to integrate courses from different fields such as Chinese Linguistics, Chinese teaching, English
teaching, and education to help students gain basic training in this field and thus acquire
relevant specialty.

2. The Department of Foreign Languages and Literatures (Institute of Foreign Literatures and
Linguistics) and Language Teaching and Research Center are mainly in charge of this Certificate
Program, which pulls together courses from the Institute of Teaching English to Speakers of
Other Languages, Center for Teacher Education, Department of Humanities and Social Sciences,
as well as Center for General Education for curriculum planning and course offering.

3. Qualifications: Students who have completed their first year of studies (including MA
students and PhD students) are eligible for application. To enroll in this Certificate Program, on
must hand in an application form, academic year transcript, and foreign language proficiency
certificates (optional) to Department of Foreign Languages and Literatures (Institute of Foreign
Literatures and Linguistics) and pass an oral exam.

4. Limit on class size: 35 students per academic year with no more than 20 students from
Department of Foreign Languages and Literatures (Institute of Foreign Literatures and Linguistics)
in principle.

5. After fulfilling the 26 credit-requirement and presenting foreign language proficiency
certificates, the Taiwanese student shall be granted the Certificate of Program Completion
from NCTU. If the student failed to meet the 26 credit requirement, his credits earned still count as
elective credits toward graduation.

6. If one has taken any courses on the list before application to the Certificate Program, one has to
submit a written application to the Certificate Program conveners for credit recognition approval.



7. This Policy and its subsequent revisions shall be implemented after being approved by the
Curriculum Committee at the university level.
