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In order to reduce student scheduling conflicts resulting from second foreign language courses,
and to promote linguistic and cultural diversity for students, the Department faculty (via the
Curriculum Committee meeting) has agreed to implement flexibility in how students select
courses. The measures take effect immediately.
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Explanation:

Currently the second foreign language courses recognized by the Department include those in
Japanese, Spanish, and French offered by the Department, and courses in German and Korean
offered by the Language Centre and at Tsing Hua University. Permission is hereby granted for
students to take courses in languages other than the ones already mentioned, when offered by
other universities, and choose one language in which 8 credits are completed as their second
foreign language.
